
Sexual Abuse in Relationships 
Includes (but is not limited to):
• Manipulation to participate in sexual activities

• Using threats to force participation in sexual activity

• Not honoring or allowing boundaries, sexually or physically

• Groping or touching without permission

• Forced sexual interactions (up to and including rape)

• Breaching boundaries with or without the other person’s
knowledge (i.e., filming sexual interactions without
permission, taking and/or sharing sexual photos with others
without permission)
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
